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Asotin City Park Rules & Regulations
Overnight Camping Rules & Regulations

Reservations are required for a designated area of the Asotin City Park. The

remainder of the park must remain open for the general public.

Campground Check-out isat 1 p.m,

Campsites cannot be held for someone who might arrive later

Quiet hours are from 10 p.m. to 6:30 a.m., unless otherwise noted at the park. Engine-driven electric
generators may be operated only between the hours of 8 a.m. and 9 p.m.

Length of Stay- From April | through Sept. 30, the maximum length of stay in any one park is 10 days.
From Oct. 1 through March 31, the maximum stay is 20 days.

One camping party is allowed per site, with a maximum of eight people per site.

No Driving on Grass!

Damage Deposit must be issued in a separate check.

Trash & Dumpsters please use the trash cans and dumpsters to help keep the park clean.

Wildlife, Plants and all Park Buildings, Signs, Tables and other structures are protected; removal or
damage of any kind is prohibited.

Pets must always be restrained by a camper, cage, hand-held leash. Owners are responsible for cleaning
up after their pets.

Fires are allowed in fireplaces, fire rings, and cooking grills. Fires must be completely extinguished
prior to leaving the area,

Postings - It shall be unlawful for any person in a park to paste, glue, tack or otherwise post any sign,
placard, advertisement or inscription whatever, to erect or cause to be erected any sign whatever on any
public lands or highways or roads adjacent to a park.

Lost Articles shall be reported to the Clerk-Treasurer, who shall make every reasonable effort to locate
the owners.

Camping or Lodging — No persons may camp without a written permit issued by the City

Waste Water — It is unlawful to dump or to drain water from campers or trailers onto the ground
Grills/Grilling must be kept within the designated picnic areas and attended to at all times. Coals must
be disposed of in fireproof containers and removed from park grounds,

Fireworks are prohibited.

Damage Depaosit- To obtain damage deposit, please bring keys to City Hall 121 Cleveland, Asotin WA
99402 Monday following the event. City hall is open 9:00am — 5:00pm. And/Or you can place the keys
in the drop box at City Hall and your damage deposit will be returned by mail.

No alcoholic beverages are allowed in the City Park, unless the proper permit is obtained. You can
apply for the Banquet Permit at www.lig.wa.gov .

The City of Asetin will not be responsible in case of fire, theft, accident or loss of any kind. It is your

responsibility to advise all persons sharing the facility.
