1. Riverpointe Park 
Mayor Bonfield stated she placed a call into Alliance Title to see if there are any restrictions on this property if the city chooses to sell it.  Resident, Ellen Fuller asked is there someone interested in buying it?  Mayor Bonfield stated yes someone approached her about buying the property.  Ellen Fuller asked if you can build on it?  Mayor Bonfield stated yes if you dig the old landfill out, and remove to a clear base.  Ellen Fuller asked about the gasses.   Ellen Fuller also wanted to know if the city is going to take bids on the property?  Does the person want to build a home?  Mayor Bonfield stated yes.  Ellen Fuller stated she is concerned with the cost to the city to maintain.  Ellen Fuller stated in the case you cannot sell it, the watering can be cut back.  Don’t have to water every day which would cut down on mowing.  Ellen Fuller stated she is willing to donate $1,000 to keep the weeds down.  She is willing to take on that expense.  Mayor Bonfield stated until the title company has more information, we won’t know what can be done, and if there are any restrictions.  Mayor Bonfield stated if the old landfill is removed the Health Department will be involved.   Councilmember Loseth stated it might be better to get the old landfill items out of there anyways.

c. FIRE DEPARTMENT: 
[bookmark: _Hlk5719481]City of Asotin Fire Lieutenant, Dwayne Paris, stated the Asotin County Museum no longer wants the ’46 fire truck.  Therefore, they would like to give it back to the fire department. City of Asotin Fire Lieutenant, Dwayne Paris stated he would like the councils input on whether the City of Asotin Fire Department wants to take ownership and the responsibility of insurance, license, restoration and repairs, or does the council want the Asotin Fire Association to take over the ownership of the fire truck and all expenses.  Either way the fire department volunteers would like to get it running again and have it in parades and park in different locations and ask for donations for restoration.  Councilmember Bly asked if the Fire Association is doing the restoration?  City of Asotin Fire Lieutenant, Dwayne Paris, said yes.  Councilmember Bly stated then the Fire Association should own it.  The city didn’t want it and gave it to the Museum.  City of Asotin Fire Lieutenant, Dwayne Paris, stated he does not want the people to think the city is paying for the restorations.  The Asotin County Museum would have to be the ones to give it to the Fire Association. City of Asotin Fire Lieutenant, Dwayne Paris, stated that is why he is asking so the paperwork is completed with the correct name.  The council agreed to have the Fire Association take over the fire truck.  Until it is running or restored, it will be at the WWTP or city shop under cover.  City of Asotin Fire Lieutenant, Dwayne Paris stated it has a lot of history and it was made here in the valley.  Asotin County Museum representative, JoAnne Miller will work with City of Asotin Fire Lieutenant, Dwayne Paris to complete the paperwork.

Joe Appleton- Councilmember Appleton stated he has some issues with the 4th Street project.  Cars are dragging bottom.  One homeowner is having to park across the street from where she lives because she cannot get into her driveway.  Councilmember Appleton stated maybe the City of Asotin Public Works Department could fix the repairs if the contractor is not going to fix them soon.   Mayor Bonfield stated there was an area that had to be fixed immediately because it was located by a fire hydrant.  Mayor Bonfield explained TIB funding only allows the contractor to fix the streets, TIB will not allow the city to fix the contractors issues.  Charlotte Tuttle stated the buses are now using 4th Street.  Councilmember Loseth stated when you re-do a street, sometimes it doesn’t turn out for the homeowner in the old capacity.  There will be a new normal and residents have to get used to it.
Jennifer Bly- Councilmember Bly stated she attended a Stormwater meeting today about increasing the billing clerks’ hours to 32 hours a week.
Lori Loseth- Councilmember Loseth stated she will attend the EMS Board meeting in the morning.  She stated this will be the first meeting since our EMS Levy passed.  The board is looking for another initiative to work on for education purposes.

Washington Street – Kings Lane Issue
Mayor Bonfield is going to ask Councilmember Schneider and Councilmember Appleton to look at Washington Street above Kings Lane.  The street is breaking up due to four pine trees.  The roots are breaking up the black top.  Gravel will not be a candidate to fix the situation.  Upon first examination the city thought it was a private road.  It is actually owned by the city.  It is a 60 foot wide street and Bev Ausman’s house is built three feet into the street.  A 20 foot wide street would be more than wide enough.  Mayor Bonfield would like the committee to review the situation and bring a couple of options back to the council for review.  It is a possibility it may have to be surveyed.
